The name is
derived from the Greek word for "not drunk"
(=edru) and is connected with the believe that
wearing an amethyst-amulet protects against
drunkenness. However, my sources don't
mention whether one will have lesser desire
for alcoholic drinks, or that with some amet-
hyst against one’s body one can drink much
more without becoming drunk. Maybe we
should put that to the test?
